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5. Council’'s expectations with regard to the applicant looking at - the
"development’s relationship with adjoining land.

As indicated above; the proposed development will be subject to-assessment against
the heads of consideration specified in Section 79C of the Act.” Of relevance are the
likely impacts of the development on the natural and. built environments, the suitability
of the site for the development and the social and.economic impacts in the locality.
This will include assessment of the -impacts . of the proposed ' development on
established. residential’ areas and rural land in the locality. . The impacts: of the
development on the adjoining land and the potential impacts of rural activities on the
proposed- development will- be required to be addressed in accordance with the
provisions of DCP Chapter 18. The application should be supported by an
assessment of Land Use Conflicts in Rural Areas (LUCRA).

6. Clarification of the approach Council would like us to take with respect to traffic
management.

As noted in item 13 of the minutes of the Greenwood Chase Affordable Housing
Precinct Pre-lodgement Meeting No. 1 held on 16 March 2010, ‘the traffic
consideration will be a merit based assessment. It is advised ‘that comparable
developments (if there are any constructed and working -developments) are to be
analysed in the preparation of the traffic study that should be submitted in: support of
the application. .

Consideration should be given to adequacy of the local road network, particularly
Tallow Wood Place, Rosewood Place and Satinwood Place to cater for the levels of
traffic likely to be generated by the proposed development-and the capacity of the
surrounding road network to support on-street car parking demands.

7. Confirmation that the Northern Rivers Local Government Development &
Design Manual sets all relevant design criteria for water and sewer.

As noted in item 14 of the minutes of the Greenwood Chase Affordable Housing
Precinct Pre-lodgement Meeting No. 1 held on 16 March 2010, the: Northern Rivers
Local Government Development & Design Maruals now include the requirements for
water and sewer and are to be used for the development. Council has an adopted
policy (P08) for pressure sewer systems. .

8. Confirmation of all design criteria for stormwater drainage.

As noted 'in item 3 of the minutes of the Greenwood Chase Affordable Housing
Precinct Pre-lodgement Meeting No. 1 held on 16 March 201 0, reference was made
to the Ballina Shire Combined Development Control Plan Chapter 13 - Stormiwater
Management. Please note that this' document refers to accompanying documents that
may (or may not) be relevant to this site.
